Offer review meetings to PTs/students/home


Update the ILP in the light of the ASP


Monitor, assess & review the response to the ASP








WAIT meeting (PSP)





Prioritise appropriate support for students who have been referred


Refer to the appropriate partner agency, as necessary via the CAF form


Recommend intervention strategies to staff, as appropriate, and monitor through PSP


Update the Individual Learning Plan


Offer support/implementation/review meeting/s to the PT/student/home








Personal Tutor and Pastoral Leader


Review the support strategies and implement appropriate changes in light of the review
